Textbook fund will be used for this program and publication of textbooks will be supported with Casino funds with a further amount of $5000.00 per year.

Eligibility Criteria

· Any educator professional development related to Ukrainian language, culture, religion education is eligible.

· Any educator involved in Ukrainian language education in Alberta, at the time of application, is eligible to apply. This includes principals, teachers and teaching assistants.

· Grants will be considered as they are received. Every effort will be made to give out the grants to a cross section of applicants.

· Grant recipients will be asked to support AFUES in a fundraising event.

Number and value of the bursaries:

· The Alberta Foundation for Ukrainian Education Society has set aside $5,000 for 2008-09 to help Alberta educators with professional development.

· Maximum grant is $500 per person per year.

Decision –making body

All decisions of the AFUES Executive and Directors are final.

Additional information

· The grants are payable against original receipts for expenses. Eligible expenses relating to Professional Development include: registration fees, tuition, travel (within Alberta), accommodations, and meals, purchase of course materials, and others with an explanation of relevance.
